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Most ornamentation in French music after 1660 was indicated with symbols which tended to be specific to each
composer, thus composers often included a table of ornaments at the beginning of their editions. D'Anglebert's
table from his Piece de clavecin of 1689 is one of the most complete and demonstrates the four main types of
ornaments of the period: the appogiatura (port de voix or cheute), the mordent (pincé), fillers (cheute, coulé
and arpégeé) and articulations (défaché). Despite the variety of signs in use, it is possible to approach French
Baroque ornamentation by studying the characteristics of certain groups of ornaments.
